Those of you who are graduating are joining a wor ldwide network of more than 1 6 , 0 0 0 U of T business alumni in more 
than 7 0 countries wor ldwide. I encourage you to take advantage of the ongoing benefits available to Rotman alumni, and 
to keep in touch with your peers and with us. Thanks to the introduction of the Rotman Alumni Portral in April, this has never 
been easier. Be sure to bookmark the Portal (http://portal.rotman.utoronto.ca) and visit it often for the latest Rotman news. 

This is a great time to graduate — despite the fact that it's been a frustrating year for students in the job market. But I urge 
you to take the long-term view In 1999 , for the first time in recent history, the supply of talented, educated people such as 
yourselves began to decline, and this decreasing supply of human capital is expected to continue for the foreseeable future. 
I leave you with this challenge: take the skills and tools you've gained here, and in a market where you'll be more valuable 
and influential than ever before, don't accept any easy tradeoffs. Find a way to change the world, in your own way. 

For those returning for another year of study, I look forward to watching you add to the excitement at the School and 
contribute to its growth.
